Police Use of Lethal Force

u Police killed 1098 people in 2019
armed and unarmed

u  24% of those killings were black
people

v 13.4% of Ameri cadods
black

u 24% of 1098 = 264

u 13.4% of 328.2 million = 43,978,800

u 264/43,978,800 = 0.0006% of
BLACK PEOPLE were killed by
police using lethal force

u 834/(.76x328.2) = 0.00033% of ALL
OTHER RACES COMBINED were
killed by police using lethal force
